Registration for the 2018-2019 year of Children’s Faith Formation has now begun. We offer (=

Do You Struggle to Hear During Mass?

St. Joseph, Husband of Mary is pleased to offer hearing assistance to parishioners and guests who cannot hear the
liturgy during Mass. You can check-out a personal hearing body-pack prior to Mass and return it when Mass is over.
It is easy to use: place the earpiece over your ear and turn up the volume on the body-pack to a comfortable listening
volume. This service is free. You will be required to leave us your identification which will be returned to you when you
return your body-pack. Units are available at the Church office before Mass starts.

Building the Culture of Life and Family,
Assisting our Parishes and Missions,
Caring for Our Retired Priests (37% of
the CSA Campaign)

Love of neighbor in the way we help to fund
the care of our retired priests who have given
their lives in service to the Diocese of Las
Vegas is another concrete way to show the
face of love as they age and face illness.
Twenty cents of every dollar you give
assists our retired priests.

The face of our neighbor in need is what
Catholic Charities of Southern Nevada is
serving across the twenty programs which
include Meals on Wheels, a free meal for
those in need each day as well as helping
legal refugees to settle here where they are
far away from the violence of home. Seven
cents from every dollar given to CSA
gives help and hope.

Our neighbors include those in far rural
communities where there are not enough
people to independently maintain their parish
but the distance is too great to be able to
drive to the next town for the Sacraments.

Bringing the Mass to the hospitalized and
homebound provides an important way for
those whose health or mobility does not
permit them to come to church a vital link
to their faith. Each Sunday’s broadcast
reaches several thousand people. Four
cents of every dollar you give provides
the Sunday TV Mass.

The website, dioceseoflasvegas.org,
provides a link for locals and tourists alike
to access Mass times and news of events.
Three cents of every dollar you give
supports communication through the
website.

The overall goal of CSA this year is
$2,700,000. Each parish shares in the
goal, and once the individual parish goal
has been reached 100% of the funds
beyond the goal are rebated back to the
parish.
